However, the dynamic of forest land use change is still possible due to various factors and derived on forest
management objectives such as policy, human activities, interest use of forest resources, forest management
approaches, etc. Forest resources in the APEC region must still be managed sustainably in order to maintain
and improve economic, social, and environmental values. Especially in the last two years (since 2020), when
the COVID-19 pandemic occurred. Many people have lost their jobs, and economies have crumbled. The forests
had proved their potential to help build resilience and aid in post-pandemic recovery. In addition, the current
concern is climate change, and forests play an important role in mitigating climate change through carbon-
neutral and net-zero schemes.

The APEC Forest Cover more than 50% of the world's forest, accounting for approximately 80% of international
trade in forest products. The APEC Expert Group on lllegal Logging and Associated Trade (EGILAT) was
established in 2011 as a result of APEC leaders' decision in 2010 to enhance cooperation to address concerns
regarding illegal logging and associated trades.

The forest and forest products industries continue to play an important role in generating income and creating
jobs for many people. In addition, the demand for forest products, including wood, and the use of wood in regular
living. Each APEC economy had its own forest resource management strategy or plan, including conservation
forest and production or economic forest.

Ministerial Joint Statement
“Chiang Mai Statement”
We, the Ministers and Senior Officials attending the Fifth APEC Meeting of Ministers Responsible

for Forestry (MMRF5), held in Chiang Mai, Thailand on 23 — 25 August 2022,

We express our concern at both the still fragile-recovery from Covid-19 in our region, and the
impact of conflict and further global disruptions, including in terms of global supply chain
disruptions, inflation, food and energy crisis, on this nascent economic recovery as well as the
achievement of APEC’s vision for an open, dynamic, resilient and peaceful Asia-Pacific
community. We are united in our resolve to ensure peace and stability in our region as well as to
uphold international law, recognizing that these are preconditions for the inclusive and sustainable

economic growth for which APEC strives,

Building upon the achievements of the First MMRF in Beijing, China (2011), the Second MMRF
in Cusco, Peru (2013), the Third MMRF in Port Moresby, Papua New Guinea (2015), and the
Fourth MMRF in Seoul, Republic of Korea (2017), and recognizing the important role of
economies participation as well as the voluntary efforts and continuing support of member

economies to the APEC Meetings of Ministers Responsible for Forestry,

Re-emphasizing the APEC Putrajaya Vision 2040, which affirmed the commitment to deliver an
open, dynamic, resilient and peaceful Asia-Pacific community, to promote economic policies,
cooperation and growth which support global efforts to comprehensively address all environmental
challenges, including climate change, extreme weather and natural disaster, and to deliver a free,
open, fair, non-discriminatory, transparent and predictable trade and investment environment,

Welcoming the Aotearoa Plan of Action, which sets out individual and collective actions towards
achieving the Vision, including to advance environmentally sustainable and resilient growth and
sustainable management of resources, to combat illegal logging and associated trade, to exchange
best practices, and to promote capacity building programmes that address all environmental

challenges and support sustainable growth,

Recalling the 2021 APEC Leaders’ Declaration, in which leaders committed to leverage APEC’s
role as an incubator of ideas and capacity building to tackle climate change and to further integrate

action on climate change across relevant APEC workstreams,

Congratulating the achievement of the APEC 2020 Forest Cover Goal, set out in the 2007 Sydney
APEC Leaders’ Declaration on Climate Change, Energy Security and Clean Development, as the
region’s forest cover increased by 27.9 million hectares between 2007 and 2020, exceeding the

original goal of 20 million hectares by 2020,

Welcoming the work of the APEC Experts Group on lllegal Logging and Associated Trade
(EGILAT) in combatting illegal logging and associated trade, promoting trade in legally harvested
forest products, collaborating with industry, civil society, as well as indigenous and local
communities,and supporting capacity building activities among member economies, including

delivering the recent policy theme ‘Advancing the trade and distribution of legally harvested forest

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products’ and developing the ‘Compendium of Resources for the Facilitation of the Trade and

Distribution of Legally Harvested Forest Products in the APEC Region’,

Emphasizing the crucial importance of forests and sustainable forest management and wood use
in supporting the achievement of Sustainable Development Goals, including dynamic and
sustainable economic growth, and recognizing the need to tackle forest related issues such as
illegal logging, trade in illegally harvested forest products, climate change mitigation, adaptation,

and prevention, and to further promote forestry cooperation in the region,

Acknowledging the APEC 2022 theme “Open. Connect. Balance.” and the underpinning bio-
circular-green (BCG) economy model that integrates three economic approaches, where
technology and innovation are used to create value, reduce waste, and promote a sustainable

business model,

Recognize the key role forests play and sustainable use of wood in climate change mitigation and
adaptation, biodiversity protection, job creation, and food security, as well as the importance of
high-level policy dialogues and technical exchanges among APEC economies in contribution to
the post-COVID-19 economic recovery and economic growth within the region, we aspire to:

1. Reaffirm the implementation of the existing APEC’s commitments that relate to

sustainable forest management, forest conservation and forest restoration,

2. Continue intensify our efforts to maintain the forest cover, reverse forest loss, restore
and sustainably manage forests as well as increase forest and green areas in urban and

sub-urban area, to enhance livelihoods, while also increasing attention to members of

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historically marginalized, discriminated against, and/or in vulnerable situations,
including local communities, indigenous people, women, youth and girls in all their

diversity,

Strengthen the cooperation in combatting illegal logging and associated trade, by
establishing and implementing effective policies within individual economies, sharing
information and best practices among APEC economies and promoting legal timber
trade and effective timber legality frameworks especially through EGILAT’s work

including technical cooperation to improve competitiveness of timber trade,

Further strengthen cooperation with international organizations and other relevant
stakeholders, including the private sector, in combatting illegal logging, promoting legal
timber trade through joint participation in EGILAT initiatives and enhancing the use of

wood and wood products derived from sustainable forest management,

Reinforce existing domestic and international systems, to regulate the private sector
actors in the international trade of forest products and to rigorously comply with the

legal requirements and regulatory frameworks across the supply chain,

Promote and intensify exchange of scientific knowledge to improve the science-policy
interface in sustainable forest management and legal timber trade, including
international cooperation, technology development and transfer, and capacity-building,

“Chiang Mai Statement”
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Statement of the Chair
The Fifth APEC Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Forestry
Chiang Mai, Thailand

1. The Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) Ministers Responsible for Forestry (MMRF),
met in Chiang Mai, Thailand, from 23-25 August 2022, under the chairmanship of H.E. Mr.
Varawut Silpa-archa, Minister of Natural Resources and Environment of Thailand. The Statement
of the Chair reflects the Chair's assessment of the prevailing views of all APEC member economies
as expressed during the course of the meeting

2. The Meeting acknowledged Thailand’s host year theme of “Open. Connect. Balance.” With the
Bio-Circular-Green (BCG) economy model that integrates three economic approaches, where
technology and innovation are used to create value, reduce waste, and promote a sustainable
business model. The priority of “Balance” refers to balance all aspects which focuses on promoting
inclusive and sustainable growth, with forest resource as one of the key focus areas.

3. The Meeting re-emphasized the APEC Putrajaya Vision 2040, which affirmed the commitment
to deliver an open, dynamic, resilient and peaceful Asia-Pacific community, and to promote
economic policies, cooperation and growth which support global efforts to comprehensively
address all environmental challenges, including climate change, extreme weather and natural
disasters, and to deliver a free, open, fair, non-discriminatory, transparent and predictable trade
and investment environment,

4. Welcoming the Aotearoa Plan of Action, which sets out individual and collective actions
towards achieving the Vision, including to advance environmentally sustainable and resilient
growth and sustainable management of forest resources, to combat illegal logging and associated
trade, to exchange best practices, and to promote economic policies and capacity building
programmes that address all environmental challenges and support sustainable growth,

5. The Meeting congratulated economies on the achievement of the APEC 2020 Forest Cover Goal,
set out in the 2007 Sydney APEC Leaders’ Declaration on Climate Change, Energy Security and
Clean Development, as the region’s forest cover increased by 27.9 million hectares between 2007
and 2020, exceeding the original goal of 20 million hectares by 2020, and acknowledging the
support of Asia-Pacific Network for Sustainable Forest Management and Rehabilitation (APFNet)
and United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAQO) and other forest-related
organizations, As of 25 Aug 2022

6. The Meeting addressed important issues to:
a) Reaffirm the implementation of the existing APEC commitments that relate to sustainable
forest management, forest conservation and forest restoration
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b) Intensify our efforts to maintain forest cover, halt and reverse forest loss, restore and
sustainably manage forests as well as increase forest and green areas in urban and sub-urban areas,
to enhance livelihoods while also increasing attention to vulnerable groups, including women,
youth and girls in all their diversity

c) Strengthen the cooperation in combatting illegal logging and associated trade, by
establishing and implementing effective policies within individual economies, sharing information
and best practices among APEC economies and promoting legal timber trade

d) Further strengthen cooperation with international organizations and other relevant
stakeholders, including the private sector, in combatting illegal logging, promoting legal timber
trade through joint participation in EGILAT and other initiatives and enhancing the use of wood
and wood products derived from sustainable forest management

e) Reinforce existing domestic efforts and multilateral cooperation, to work with private
sector actors in the international trade of forest products

f) Promote and intensify exchange of scientific knowledge to improve the science-policy
interface in sustainable forest management and legal timber trade, including through cooperation,
technology development and voluntary technology transfer on mutually agreed terms, and
capacity-building, between APEC economies

g) Integrate the consideration of forests and sustainable forest management into post-COVID-
19 economic recovery, including climate and development policies, where relevant,

h) Contribute efforts to the work under international forest related agreements, declarations,
and conventions as relevant

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Topic 1: Realizing Sustainability through Proper Forest Operation

and Management

Chairman, esteemed ministers and representative, ladies and gentlemen,

| am Lin Hwa-Ching, representing Chinese Taipei at this year’s Forestry
Minister meeting. | would like to thank our host, Thailand, for their
hospitality and organizing this meaningful conference. | would also like to
express my appreciation and admiration towards Mr. David Ganz and his

diligent and inspiring work. It is a pleasure to be here.

In the next while, allow me to share with you two focus areas where
Chinese Taipei has been making progress in building forestry sustainability.
The first is related to sustainable forest growth. About 60% of Chinese
Taipei is forested, which can absorb more than 20 million tonnes of carbon
dioxide and offset approximately 7% of the country’s total greenhouse gas
emissions. As part of our response to climate change and efforts to meet
sustainable development goals, we have continuously increased the growth
of sustainable forests within our island country. We do this through a
multilateral approach. Increasing afforestation. Promoting a national eco-
green network that that connects and covers from high-elevation forests to
foothills forests, farmlands, rivers, and seashore. Creating more corridors
with indigenous plantations through afforestation. Building natural
landscape and suitable habitat environments. All this to increase our land

resilience in the face of climate change.

We also continue to strengthen and promote sustainable forest
management, such as revitalizing forest stands that have deteriorated or

with low accumulation, as well as preventing pests and fire.
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Furthermore, we have adopted strategies like the bio-circular-green
strategy to increase the adoption and use of wood products, and natural

carbon sink.

We continue to commit our efforts in meeting our sustainable development
goals and our commitment to reach zero net carbon emission by 2050. Part
of our efforts includes the development of programs, such as carbon sink
for carbon credits, and ESG certification, that encourage and attract
business investments in nature-based solutions including forest and

landscape restoration.

Our second area of focus is community forestry, where we have
encouraged the participation of mountainous community in forest

management by helping to improve their economic conditions.

Mountainous communities have a close relationship with their surrounding
forest resources. We have implemented a series of community forestry
programs to strengthen the cohesion between forestry management and
community, to coach the community with ways to maintain the habitat, to
manage the forest environment, so that community residents may return
and make use of the forest(s). We continue to promote the Green Economy
Plan to drive the sustainable development of mountainous communities,
helping the communities create green forestry economic models that can
support their livelihoods and cultivate professional expertise and skills,
including product development that showcases local uniqueness and |,
branding and marketing, in areas of under-forest economy, park ranger,
ecotourism and cultural heritage, forestry management, and circular

economy.
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To achieve our goal of sustainable development, Chinese Taipei will
continue to work with all economies to promote forest restoration,
sustainability management, and forestry development, at the same time
protecting the livelihoods of residents who rely on the forests for day-to-

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Topic 2: Promoting Legal Timber and Trade of Associated Timber

Products

hospitality and organizing this meaningful conference. | would also like to
express my appreciation and admiration towards Mr. Sheam Satkulu and

his diligent and inspiring work. It is a pleasure to be here.

In the next while, allow me to share with you where Chinese Taipei has
been making progress in promoting legal trade of wood and related

products.

In response to the United Nations Strategic Plan for Forests, 2017-2030
and the Glasgow Leaders’ Declaration on Forest and Land Use, Chinese
Taipei has committed itself to promote reforestation as well as protection
of forest and terrestrial ecosystems, with the objective to accelerate their
recovery and restoration. In 2017, the government led and initiated the
Plantation Forests Industry Revitalization Plan, which incorporated
various international principles and protocols on forest management and
operation as guiding principles to drive the country’s forest management
accreditation. The goal of the Plan is to encourage sustainable development
of the country’s forest industry, through elevating forests values,
increasing the competitiveness of forest products, promoting self-

sufficiency, and reducing reliance on imported products.
To increase domestic timber productivity and protect the legal trade in
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wood-based products, in 2019, Chinese Taipei created and launched the
Taiwan Forest Products Production Traceability System, aiming to drive
consumption through consumer education. This traceability system is
powered by blockchain technology. It imprints domestically harvested and
produced forest products with unique identity tags in the form of QR codes,
providing full documentation across the entire supply chain, from origin
legality, information traceability & transparency, to third-party
accreditation. This innovative application of blockchain technology plays
a key role in the country’s effort to promote legal timber trade and to

combat illegal timber trade.

With an average import volume of 3.7 million tonnes per year, Chinese
Taipei relies heavily on imports for its needs of timber and related products,
making illegal logging and the fight against it and associated trade an
important issue for the country. In our effort to combat illegal logging, we
are in the process of updating and amending the Forest Act to be on par
with international standards and compatible with international practice in
regulating timber imports and exports. Under the amendments, importers
of timber and/ or wood products are required to declare compliance with
accredited certification and other relevant documentations; only after such
documents have received official approval can those imports of timber and

products enter the country.

In Chinese Taipei, we are committed to promote timbers that are sourced
legally and sustainably. We have done so through policy planning and
implementation, to elevate the values and competitiveness of timber, and

to increase domestic self-sufficiency. We continue to work with all
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economies to promote sustainable forestry development and legal timber

trade.

: Combating illegal logging and associated trade

Background:

1.

The lllegal Logging Prohibition Act entered into force in 2012. It aims to promote
the trade of legal timber products and prevent illegal wood products from entering
the Australian market. The Act stipulates the following actions as criminal
offences prosecutable and punishable under the Criminal Act 1914 or the Criminal
Code: 1) importing illegally logged timber and timber products into Australia; and
2) processing illegally logged raw logs. The Act also requires companies,
importers of timber products and processors of raw logs alike, to conduct due
diligence to ensure the imported timber or processed logs are not illegally logged.
Failure to do so, whether intentionally, knowingly or unknowingly, will result in
penalties of up to five years imprisonments and/or up to 500 penalty units (value

of each penalty unit varies among states and territories and from year to year).

HS codes are enforced and used to manage and regulate all international imports
and exports entering and leaving Australia, including timber and related products
which are defined by the following four categories each containing their respective
subcategories: wood and articles of wood; pulp of wood; paper and paperboard;
and furniture. Both importers and processors must carry out a suitable due
diligence assessment or risk significant financial penalties. When importing a
regulated timber product, the importer should submit a declaration of compliance
to the Customs. In cases where the imported timber and/ or related products are

indeed illegally logged, or where the importer fails to make a declaration of
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compliance to the Customs, the imported timber and/ or related products will be

forfeited according to the provisions in the Customs Act 1901.

The Korea Forest Service, Republic of Korea

: Combating illegal logging and associated trade

Background:

The Republic of Korea amended its Act on the Sustainable Use of Timbers on
March 21, 2017. The Act first came into force in 2012, with the purpose to cope
with climate change and to contribute to improving the quality of life for people
and the sound development of the national economy by increasing the carbon
sinking function and other diverse functions of timber and using the timber in a
sustainable manner, and was amended in 2017 to include the requirement of an
import declaration regarding timber legality and an inspection of relevant
documentations before the completion of customs clearance. The amendment had
a one-year trial period from October 1, 2018 to September 30, 2019, and entered

into force in October 2019.

With the exclusion of pulp and paper products, the scope and application of the
Act on the Sustainable Use of Timbers cover import control over logs, sawn timber,
laminated wood, wood pellets, anti-decay wood, fire-retardant-treated wood, and
plywood. Importers failing to verify the legality of the imported timber or timber
products will face sanctions in the form of suspension of sales, or return or
destruction of the imported products. Timber producers who fail to keep records
verifying the legality of the timber or relevant timber products will have their
timber production registration revoked or business suspended. Violations of
provisions stipulated under the Act will face imprisonment for no more than 3

years or be punished by financial penalty of no more than 30 million Korean won.

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For timber legality declaration requirements, importers should submit the
following documents: a) a permit for logging issued pursuant to the statues of the
country of origin; b) documents internationally recognized — such as FSC, PEFC,
or other certifications issued by sustainability accreditation bodies including the
ISO 17065 — to certify legally felled timber or timber products; ¢) a document
mutually recognized through bilateral consultations between the Republic of
Korea and the country of origin; and d) any other document which verifies that the

relevant timber or timber product has been legally logged.

Particularly, there exist
many similarities between the approaches taken by the Republic of Korea and by
Chinese Taipei, respectively, we are eager to hear about Republic of Korea’s
experiences and learnings since the Act on the Sustainable Use of Timbers entered
into force since 2019. We would like to propose utilizing online workshops to

deepen such partnerships and collaborations.

: Forest therapy and health tourism
Background;

Since the 1990s, several forest therapy-related research and study have been published
in South Korea. 2005 saw the establishment of an interdisciplinary Forest and Health
Forum, consisting of 200 researchers in forestry, medical sciences, and sports sciences.
To spearhead the development and promotion of forest therapy and related economic
activities, including building designated health centers, the Korean government laid
down first the legal foundations by enacting a series of laws and presidential decrees.
The Forest Culture and Recreation Act, a precursor to the later relevant laws and
regulations, was enacted in 2005 to allow forest recreation policies be governed under
an independent framework. In 2012, the National Center for Forest Therapy completed
its basic design and enforcement design. Then, in 2015, the Korea Forest Service
promulgated the Forest Welfare Promotion Act, along with it, the establishment in 2016
of the multifunctional, multi-purpose Korea Forest Welfare Institute as an important
experience, research, and education complex for the national development of forest
therapy. The forest therapy roads within the institute are designed and planned with a
diversity of amenities and nature elements, offering customized forest welfare services

catered to visitors of different age groups and health needs.

: Collaboration and cooperation on issues regarding forests between Taiwan
(Chinese Taipei) and the Center for People and Forests of Thailand (RECOFTC — the

Regional Community Forestry Training Center for Asia and the Pacific)

Background:

1. The majority of the land area in Taiwan (Chinese Taipei) is forested (about 60%),
which makes the operation and management of forests closely related to, and
heavily dependent on developing and building strong partnership relationships
with the communities in the surrounding woodland areas. In order to incorporate
and enlist local participation and assistance in our effort to protect the forests and
the community’s natural resources, since 2002 the Forestry Bureau has been

responsible for the development and planning of community forestry programs.

2. Through the implementation of the community forestry program(s), we have
consolidated community consensus and learnt about the community’s natural and
human resources, which has helped us to introduce the visions, ideas, and practices
of natural conservation and sustainable development into community building, to
cultivate among the residents a sense of community and the capacity for
sustainable community management and operation. In addition to guiding
participation from residents, and developing talents for sustainable management,
we have also combined resources from the community and its surrounding areas
to develop under-forest economy and ecotourism, helping residents produce stable
income and driving sustainable development in different aspects, including

community environment, society, and economy.
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\Position of Taiwan (Chinese Taipei) (including ideas for possible collaboration\

projects):

1.

In Taiwan (Chinese Taipei), community forestry programs represent the beginning
of a paradigm shift in forestry operation and management, with the method of
governance moving from technocratic governance to participatory governance
involving civil participation. Community forestry is an evolving trend of
community-centric forestry management, where the ultimate goals of advancing
community development, rallying resident support, and facilitating stakeholder
participation in the management of forests, all lead to bringing about benefits and
generating profits for local community residents through an integrated approach
that realizes the symbiotic, holistic relationship between the community and its

surrounding forests.

In Taiwan (Chinese Taipei) there exist many Forestry Bureau-guided community
forestry programs that have been in operation for many years, laying down a solid
foundation for future community forestry development. Once the COVID-19
pandemic has subsided further, we would like to invite RECOFTC to visit Taiwan
(Chinese Taipei) to exchange ideas and practices on the topic of community

forestry development.

: Forest therapy and health tourism
Background:

1.

Thailand has made itself well recognized as a leading destination for medical
tourism, gaining the accolade of “country of longevity.” Already a massively
popular tourist destination, Thailand incorporated its touristic prowess with its
highly capable modern medical capabilities (in technology, trained personnel, and
healthcare system), long-established traditional herbal medicine, and health and
wellness practices, to bring visitors from afar the opportunities to seek and enjoy

body-mind balance.

Medical tourism allows people who seek to improve their health and wellness —
whether it is physical, mental, nutritional, emotional, or spiritual — the
opportunities to do so at a lower cost and with shorter waiting time than in their
home countries. Many activities fall under the banner of medical tourism,
including nutritional science, herbology, fitness and mind, customized preventive
medicine, spa, Thai traditional medicine, meditation, yoga, cosmetic and anti-

aging treatments, and alternative medicine.

To promote public health and wellness and to bring the benefits of forests to the
general public, the Forest Bureau has designed and developed a variety of
initiatives concerning the establishments of forest therapy bases, professional
certification program, and experience trials and trips.

: Forest therapy and health tourism

Background:

Since 2004, in order to scientifically prove and elucidate the therapeutic benefits
of forests on human health, the Forest Agency, together with the Ministry of Health,
Labor and Welfare, various research institutes, medical schools, and corporations
and companies, launched the “Forest Therapy Study Group” to conduct advanced
research on the healing effects of forests and to promote its applications. As of
2022, there are 65 certified, designated “Forest Therapy Base” across Japan

providing therapy programs.

Two schools of thought exist concerning the choice of location and the
establishment of a therapeutic forest environment: in situ, where people make use
of their local forest resources and practice forest bathing close to home; or off-site
at a certified, managed recreational environment specifically chosen and designed
to provide forest therapy services. Both approaches have their advantages and are

not mutually exclusive.

The philosophy behind forest therapy echoes that of the Satoyama Initiative which
was started through a collaboration between the Ministry of the Environment of
Japan and the United Nations University Institute for the Advanced Study of
Sustainability. Both forest therapy and the Satoyama Initiative advocate for a
holistic approach and understanding towards ‘‘society, environment, and
production,” with the vision of realizing symbiotic, mutually beneficial
relationships between human and nature. The design of Forest Therapy Roads

maintains the natural characteristics of the path, while making the path more
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comfortable for forest bathers; whereas the aesthetics of the Forest Therapy Bases
places a heavy emphasis on user experiences. Many Forest Therapy Bases are
situated in the satoyama revitalization zones where onsen culture is integrated as

part of the promotion and advocacy for forest therapy.

\Position of Chinese Taipei\:

To promote public health and wellness and to bring the benefits of forests to the
general public, the Forest Bureau has designed and developed a variety of
initiatives concerning the establishments of forest therapy bases, professional
certification program, and experience trials and trips. In 2019, forest therapy was

As of today, Chinese Taipei has established forestry therapy bases in 8 national
recreational parks, including Alishan, Taipingshan, Basianshan, Aowanda, Fuyuan,
Shuangliou, Jhihben, and Dongyan Shan. We continue to optimize and improve
the on-site facilities and amenities, and incorporate aboriginal tribal resources
from the surrounding areas, to develop a variety of forest therapy activities. Finally,
in 2021, we launched a training platform and a certification program to train and

certify forest therapy guides.

Statement of the Chair
The Fifth APEC Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Forestry
Chiang Mai, Thailand

1. The Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) Ministers Responsible for Forestry
(MMRF), met in Chiang Mai, Thailand, from 23-25 August 2022, under the
chairmanship of H.E. Mr. Varawut Silpa-archa, Minister of Natural Resources and
Environment of Thailand. The Statement of the Chair reflects the Chair's assessment of
the prevailing views of all APEC member economies as expressed during the course of
the meeting

2. The Meeting acknowledged Thailand’s host year theme of “Open. Connect. Balance.”
With the Bio-Circular-Green (BCG) economy model that integrates three economic
approaches, where technology and innovation are used to create value, reduce waste,
and promote a sustainable business model. The priority of “Balance” refers to balance
all aspects which focuses on promoting inclusive and sustainable growth, with forest
resource as one of the key focus areas.

3. The Meeting re-emphasized the APEC Putrajaya Vision 2040, which affirmed the
commitment to deliver an open, dynamic, resilient and peaceful Asia-Pacific
community, and to promote economic policies, cooperation and growth which support
global efforts to comprehensively address all environmental challenges, including
climate change, extreme weather and natural disasters, and to deliver a free, open, fair,
non-discriminatory, transparent and predictable trade and investment environment,

4. Welcoming the Aotearoa Plan of Action, which sets out individual and collective
actions towards achieving the Vision, including to advance environmentally sustainable
and resilient growth and sustainable management of forest resources, to combat illegal
logging and associated trade, to exchange best practices, and to promote economic
policies and capacity building programmes that address all environmental challenges
and support sustainable growth,

5. The Meeting congratulated economies on the achievement of the APEC 2020 Forest
Cover Goal, set out in the 2007 Sydney APEC Leaders’ Declaration on Climate Change,
Energy Security and Clean Development, as the region’s forest cover increased by 27.9
million hectares between 2007 and 2020, exceeding the original goal of 20 million
hectares by 2020, and acknowledging the support of Asia-Pacific Network for
Sustainable Forest Management and Rehabilitation (APFNet) and United Nations Food
and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and other forest-related organizations, As of 25
Aug 2022

6. The Meeting addressed important issues to:
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a) Reaffirm the implementation of the existing APEC commitments that relate to
sustainable forest management, forest conservation and forest restoration

b) Intensify our efforts to maintain forest cover, halt and reverse forest loss, restore and
sustainably manage forests as well as increase forest and green areas in urban and sub-
urban areas, to enhance livelihoods while also increasing attention to vulnerable groups,
including women, youth and girls in all their diversity

c¢) Strengthen the cooperation in combatting illegal logging and associated trade, by
establishing and implementing effective policies within individual economies, sharing
information and best practices among APEC economies and promoting legal timber
trade

d) Further strengthen cooperation with international organizations and other relevant
stakeholders, including the private sector, in combatting illegal logging, promoting
legal timber trade through joint participation in EGILAT and other initiatives and
enhancing the use of wood and wood products derived from sustainable forest
management

e) Reinforce existing domestic efforts and multilateral cooperation, to work with private
sector actors in the international trade of forest products

f) Promote and intensify exchange of scientific knowledge to improve the science-
policy interface in sustainable forest management and legal timber trade, including
through cooperation, technology development and voluntary technology transfer on
mutually agreed terms, and capacity-building, between APEC economies

g) Integrate the consideration of forests and sustainable forest management into post-
COVID-19 economic recovery, including climate and development policies, where
relevant,

h) Contribute efforts to the work under international forest related agreements,
declarations, and conventions as relevant

1) Support climate change mitigation, adaptation, and resilience, along with efforts
toward effectively addressing climate change, through sustainable forest management,
conservation, reforestation, and afforestation as well as sustainable wood use.

k) Encourage the application of more holistic and synergized approaches, such as Bio-
Circular-Green (BCG) economy model in forest sector, particularly in sustainable forest
management, to advance the existing work in promote inclusive development in and

across our economies.
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
